Tuition*
Annual tuition for First Assembly Christian School is $4,873. Families with more than one student enrolled at FACS receive a 5% discount for each additional child (tuition is $4,630).

Active members of WinstonSalemFirst receive a church member discount leaving $4,395 for tuition. WSFirst families with more than one student enrolled at FACS receive a 5% discount for each additional child (tuition is $4,175). (Yes, amounts have been rounded off to simplify accounting.)*

FACS tuition is payable annually. If annual payment is made prior to August 16th, a $100 discount may be taken. If not paid in full, tuition may be divided into 10 monthly payments beginning August through May. Payment is due on the 1st of each month. A late fee of 10% will be assessed on the 16th of the month. 

Financial Agreement Contract
 
Prior to the start of the school year, every family is asked to sign a financial agreement contract. Parents/guardians signing the contract agree to fulfill their financial responsibilities to the school for all expenses incurred. In cases of two household families (separate addresses for mom/dad), the parent(s)/guardian(s) signing the contract will be held responsible. 

Questions

We understand that you may have questions regarding your account. Please monitor your account regularly and contact our Financial Manager, Jessica Mouzon, as soon as you notice any questionable charges or credits. In order to keep our accounts current and accurate, any disputable charges must be brought to the attention of the financial manager within 30 days of billing. After 30 days all charges are indisputable.

Fees You May Incur:

Application Fee: $50.00 per student, non-refundable, payable at the time of application to FACS.

After Six Pick-up Fee: $15 for picking up after 6:00 pm and $1/minute after 6:05. 

Art Project: Middle school elective – mosaics project supplies – around $20 – students keep supplies/project.

Athletics: Athletic team fee $40 - $60 per player per sport. Provides some uniforms and supplies – varies per sport. See the Athletic Handbook for details.

Birthday Book Club: Students wishing to celebrate their birthday by joining the Birthday Book Club may do so by donating $20 to the Birthday Book Club. Students select the book of their choice from the BBC cart. A special commemorative name plate will be placed in the book with the child’s name and birthday.

Champ Camp: Summer Enrichment Day camp for students in 1st – 8th grade.

Champ Camp Registration Fee: $50 per student, non-refundable, payable at the time of application.

Champion Enrichment: Fees vary per the activity, supplies provided, and number of sessions. See the semester brochure for details.

Christmas Program: around $20 each student - for grades K – 4th – to cover the cost of costumes, music, etc. Students keep music/costumes.

Clothing Fee: If a middle school student comes to school inappropriately dressed, a baggie T-shirt may be issued, and the parent’s account will be charged a fee of $5 to cover the cost of cleaning. This process will repeat each additional time a student is determined to be out of dress code.  

Detention Fee: Middle School student accounts will be charged $12 each time after-school detention is served. Accounts will be charged $75 for in-school detention.

Field Trips: Most field trips are already covered for FACS students. However, occasionally a special opportunity will arise and we will ask parents to provide for the experience. Students and parents who participate in the 1st grade train trip to Charlotte are responsible for their expenses. End of year parties may be an additional expense depending on the activity chosen by the grade parents. Information about overnight field trips will be available in the fall for grades 5 (Sound to Sea), 6 (Civil War trip), 7 (Washington, DC), and 8 (Williamsburg). These trips traditionally range between $150 - $350 per student/parent. These are phenomenal trips and we encourage parents to let their kids earn some of the money for the trip. We also encourage parents to accompany their child on the trip – you’ll create some awesome memories together! 

Graduation Fee: $85 per student for all 8th graders planning to complete their 8th grade year at FACS. Charged to accounts and due with tuition January 1st.

Homework Club: Drop-in daily rate is $11. Monthly Club rate varies per month depending on the number of days – cost is $8/session. Contracts for the monthly club rate are available in the school office.

PE Uniforms: Uniforms are required for all middle school students. $40 per outfit (shorts and shirt). Replacement uniforms ordered after the initial order will cost $70. The same PE uniforms may be worn throughout the middle school years. Parents can order new PE uniforms at Open House and during the first week of school. If any part of the uniform is lost or misplaced, the student must purchase a replacement uniform. Please write your child’s name on the tag of each uniform.  

Recorders: Grades 4th, 5th, & 6th - $20 each student - for recorder and book – students may use same ones throughout the 3 years.

Registration Fee: $199 for each student, non-refundable, due at the time of acceptance/ registration or re-enrollment.

Retreat Fee: for 6th – 8th graders - $90. Camp Caraway or Camp Hanes overnight, 2-day team building retreat on September 8th & 9th. Fee is charged to accounts and due with tuition September 1st. 

Returned Check Fee: $40 for every returned check or rejected credit card/on-line transaction.

Spring Praise Program: around $15 each student - for grades 5th– 8th – to cover the cost of costumes, music, etc. Students keep music/costumes.

Testing Fees: $65 for individual assessments through the Discovery Learning program.

Textbook Damage or Replacement: Textbooks are issued at the beginning of each year. Student accounts will be charged for lost or severely damaged books. Fees range from $5 to the actual replacement cost – maximum $100.

Tutoring: FACS teachers schedule individual tutoring sessions after school. Contracts and information are available in the school office. Cost - $22 for 30 minute tutoring session; $35 for 50 minute tutoring session.  Barton Spelling Program: $28 per session. 


Before School and After School Care Programs

BEFORE SCHOOL CARE (BSC) is available for students who need to arrive at school between 7:00 to 7:45 am (K-5th grades), 7:00 – 7:30 a, (6th – 8th grades).

AFTER SCHOOL CARE (ASC) is available for students who need to remain at school after 3:15 pm (Kindergarten); 3:30 pm (1st – 5th grades); 3:40 pm (6th – 8th grades).

For your convenience, we offer 2 plans:

1) Drop-in: Any time that you need to bring your child prior to school start time or you are not able to pickup your child when school ends, we will provide care (from 7:00 am until 6:00 pm).
BSC: Your child should go directly into the gym and will check-in with the BSC director.  Drop-in rate is $7.00/day.
ASC: If not picked up during the child’s dismissal time, your child will go into ASC. Drop-in rate is $12.00/day.


2) Monthly BSC/ASC Club: To help with budgeting, we also offer the Club plan – our most economical ASC/BSC plan where you pay the same amount each month – at the lowest rate. The monthly rates have been averaged over the 9 months of school (September – May); August and June costs have been averaged in also and you do not pay a Club charge for those months. You will be billed on the first day of each month, and, if not paid by the 15th, a late fee will be assessed on the 16th.  The Club rate is BCS $80/month; and ASC is $155/month.


HOLIDAY CARE
Holiday Care is offered on professional and leave days when normal school classes are not in session. (Please see the FACS calendar for specific dates.) For children who are registered a week in advance, the daily rate is $33. The drop-in daily rate is $50. 

DISCOVERY LEARNING & COACHING
Our Discovery Learning program involves intense tutorial therapy during the week and daily coaching sessions (30 minutes). The DL program is available during school hours and afterschool. The price of the program depends on the number of sessions/needs of the child. Coaching is available for $995/year for daily thirty minute sessions. While these programs begin the first week of school, they do not include the last week of school, SAT10 week, field trip days, ½ days of school, etc.
   

Lunch Voucher Program

Lunch Vouchers: Each student has a lunch voucher account. Parents deposit any amount into the voucher account, and the student’s lunch choices are subtracted from the balance as the student desires. Parents can monitor voucher account balances daily on InfoDirect. Parents will also receive An email notification when the voucher account balance drops. Payment for lunch vouchers must be made separately from tuition payments.

Once the voucher account has been depleted, the account will be deactivated. At that time, parents will be contacted, and the student will have to bring lunch from home until the voucher account is replenished. If a student forgets to bring lunch, we will attempt to call parents and then provide a very basic lunch. The tuition account will be charged $3.85. 

Payments for Lunch Vouchers must be made separately—they may not be combined with other payments such as tuition, athletics, etc. Please attach the lunch voucher payment form when paying on a lunch voucher account.
